To get to the lab from Seton Hall:

Travel east (toward Newark) on South Orange Ave. After passing under the Garden State Parkway turn left onto Grove Street (highway 509). At a light turn right onto Central Ave (highway 508) and drive east (toward Newark). In Newark, turn left onto Dr. Martin Luther King Jr Blvd. After passing James Street (there is a light on this corner) the parking lot with be about 300-400 yards on your left – you will next a parking stick (see above) to use the lot. On foot turn left back onto MLKJr Blvd and then left onto James Street. Turn right onto Burnett St. Within 100 feet will be a security kiosk. Be sure to bring your Seton Hall ID to identify yourself. The entrance tothe lab/morgue will be just after the security kiosk – turn right and then left into the building. The lab/morgue will be the first door on your right. If the door is locked ring the bell.
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
