“Whereas General Chemistry | and il mwst be accompanied by the corresponding
laboratory courses, the Organic Laboratory course may be taken either with or affer
the tecture course. A student who is having some difficulty with the sciences may
find it advantageous to defer these courses until their junior year (for 15 points, not
19). A solid grounding in the theory of organic chemistry will make for a far better

understanding of the subject by the time the laboratory is undertaken.
