Other stmng students 
may request permission fmm the Dlrector of Undergraduate Studies in the Depart- 
ment of Chemistry to Cake General Physics during the first year and defer FCC I till 
the first semester of the third year, and Calculus f l  till the second year. Chemistry 
majors experiencing academic difficulty mud consult with the Director of Under- 
graduate Studies to plan alternative ways to complete the major.
