Interview

A personal interview is part of the admissions process for all candidates. At that time, we will discuss the profession of dental hygiene,
our program at the College of Dentistry, your qualifications for the program, and answer all your specific questions. You will be contacted
for an interview only after your application is complete with official transcripts/evaluations, personal statement, two letters of
recommendations, photo and application fee have been received.

Writing Placement Exam

All accepted students must take a Writing Placement Exam through the School of Continuing and Professional Studies of New York
University. Pending the results of your mandatory writing placement exam, you may be required to take individual writing courses
listed below before registering for Writing Workshop I. Exam scores are usually forwarded to the Dental Hygiene Office after two weeks
of the exam date. You may contact our office at that time to receive your results.

. Effective Reading and Writing for College (non-credit course)
. Grammar Strategies (non-credit course)
e Intensive Writing (optional norcredit or 2 credit course)

This exam may be waived, by review, for students entering the program intending to transfer two-courses, with grade “B” or better, of
College-level English Composition.

Transfer Students

Transfer of Writing Courses
Students entering the program may be reviewed for satisfying the writing requirement by transferring two-courses, at the time of

admission, with grade “B” or better, of College level English Composition from an accredited College or University if they have previously
completed at least fifteen (15) college credits with a cumulative GPA of 2.8 or better.

. Official transcript(s) must be submitted.

. Students may be asked to submit graded coursework and or course descriptions relating to the desired courses to be
transferred.

. Two- courses must be transferred. One course will not be transferred.

Transfer Credits

The transferring of credits process is done after official college transcript(s) or translated course by course evaluated documents have
been received (Students must be registered for credits to post on academic records). The courses are reviewed for similar content and
level. Science courses are transferred at a grade of “B” or better. Liberal arts courses are transferred at a grade of “C” of better. All
students who transfer courses must still meet the competency requirements found within the course in order for the transfer to be
completed. Official transcripts from all previously attended institutions must be submitted.

NOTE TO STUDENTS WITH FOREIGN TRANSCRIPTS - The Dental Hygiene Program will only consider evaluations from ECE for transfer
credits. Course transfers may be limited, subject to intense review of course content through the student providing course descriptions
and may require the student to take a proficiency exam to consider core course(s) for transfer.

Once a student is matriculated and enrolled in the Dental Hygiene Program, core science or writing courses will not be transferred. Only
Psychology, Sociology, Oral Communications and extra liberal arts credits can be transferred from another accredited institution as
matriculated student. Only under limited circumstances may the Dean of Allied Health Programs grant permission to approve any other
course(s).

NOTE: CREDITS ARE NOT TRANSFERRED FOR COURSES TAKEN MORE THAN TEN (10) YEARS.
The American Language Institute

The American Language Institute of the School of Continuing and Professional Studies of New York University offers intensive courses in
English for students with little or no proficiency in the language. It also offers the University Preparatory Workshop program in English for
students with English proficiency insufficient to undertake a full academic program but sufficient for a part-time academic program in
combination with part-time English study. This combination may constitute a full-time program of study.

ASSOCIATE IN APPLIED SCIENCE - DENTAL HYGIENE

The program in dental hygiene (HEGIS code no. 5203.00) is the only university-based, within a dental college program in New York State.
The program consists of a flexible 78-credit curriculum of clinical and dental sciences and liberal arts courses leading to the Associate in
Applied Science degree. Study options include a two or three year day format and an evening curriculum format. Upon completion of the
prescribed course, the student is qualified to take the clinical board examinations and the Dental Hygiene National Boards, which are
requirements for state licensure.

Dental hygiene students are educated for a challenging career in a growth profession dedicated to the prevention and detection of
diseases of the mouth and total body wellness.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
1. The applicant must be a graduate of an accredited secondary school and have the following:

2009 academic year and forward:
H.S. candidates - a grade point average of 2.8 or higher
- combined SAT score of 1000 or higher

Transfers student candidates - a grade point average of 3.0 from 12 credits of college study

Official transcripts and or translated and evaluated documents (for foreign credentials) must be submitted from all
previously attended academic institutions.

2.  Biology and chemistry are the prerequisite courses that must be successfully completed at the high school or college level with
a grade of B or better, within a 10-year period before the student’s matriculation at the College of Dentistry. NOTE: The pre-
requisite chemistry course does not transfer in place of the Chemistry for Allied Healdore Dental Hygiene course.

3. A Graduate Equivalent Diploma (GED) is accepted however the applicant must prove grades in the prerequisite areas within a
10-year period at B or better, at either a high school or college level. An official GED document must be included with proof of
prerequisite courses.

4.  High school and college transcripts if not in English must be translated and evaluated course-by-course with a grade point
average by Educational Credential Evaluators, Inc. (www.ece.org) and submitted to the Dental Hygiene office. Once received,
they are reviewed in place of accredited secondary school records.

5.  All applicants must submit a passport photograph, two letters of recommendation (sealed) and a typed personal statement
about why they are interested in the dental hygiene profession along with the application.

BACCALAUREATE DEGREE PROGRAMS

The Bachelor of Science (B.S.) in Dental Hygiene Program (Track A or Track B, HEGIS code 1213), which comprises 128 credits, provides advanced
education for dental health care providers who may wish to prepare for a career in education, research, health care management, and public health
or to broaden their background by completing their college education.

ADVANCED CAREER OPPORTUNITIES

- Colleges and universities (as faculty or administrators)

- Hospitals with dental programs

- Corporations in management, education services, marketing, sales and research
- Public health agencies

Baccalaureate Degree Program / Track A (four-year track)

This program enables students to obtain the baccalaureate (B.S.) degree while also receiving dental hygiene credentials. Education at the
baccalaureate level will expand the practice of dental hygiene, creating more flexibility and creativity in employment opportunities. The curriculum is
offered full-time for four years. The first-year curriculum includes courses in general education, basic science, and clinical sciences. The second and
third years include dental hygiene theory with a clinical component. The fourth year includes advanced dental hygiene theory with additional general
education requirements to complete the credit base for the degree. Opportunity to pursue an area of concentration is available to complement the
candidate’s career goals. Students are admitted in the fall or spring semester.

Baccalaureate Degree Program Track B (Degree Completion)

The Degree Completion Program in Dental Hygiene is designed for individuals who have already completed an approved program in dental hygiene
and who wish to pursue their baccalaureate degree. An integral part of the program is the opportunity to pursue an area of concentration designed
to meet the educational interests and expand the career opportunities of the dental health professional, including education, research, health policy
management, geriatrics, and liberal arts. Students are admitted in the fall or spring semester. This curriculum provides the student with the option of
a full-time or part-time schedule to complete the remaining credits needed for the degree. Most classes are offered in the late afternoon or evening
for those students who wish to be employed while earning their degree.

Graduates of the Associate in Applied Science degree in Dental Hygiene who are interested in the Nutrition or Nursing profession are eligible to transfer
credits to earn a Bachelor of Science in nutrition at NYU School of Education or a Bachelor of Science in Nursing at the College of Nursing. The number
of credits may vary according to the program.

ADMISSIONS REQUIREMENTS (Track B ¢ Degree Completion)

1. Graduation from an accredited program of dental hygiene.

2. A maximum of 96 credit points achieved with a grade of “C” or better may be transferred to New York University for courses taken no more
than 10 years before the student’s matriculation at the College of Dentistry.

3.  There must be 64 credits at upper division levels. The additional course work required for the degree may be completed in two years of full-
time study. The curriculum is designed so those students may enroll full-time or part-time.

4. A Dental Hygiene student who completed an initial degree in Dental Hygiene at another institution may transfer up to 96 credits and at least
32 credits must be taken through New York University.

5. Students who completed the 78 credit Associate in Applied Science degree at NYU Dental Hygiene Program must complete 128 total credits
for the Bachelor in Dental Hygiene.

6.  All applicants must submit a passport photograph, two letters of recommendation (sealed) and a personal statement stating why they are
interested in the dental hygiene profession along with the application.

. A FAFSA must be filed for need-based aid (federal loans, Pell, Aid for Part-Time Study). This form is available onthewebd b , | Qa
preferred filing metholl You can also access this form via NYU’s web page www.nyu.edu/financial.aid. It is advised not to wait until
admitted to file. The preferred deadline is March 1% for those applying for the Fall semester and November 1% for those applying for
the Spring semester.

. After filing the FAFSA, a Student Aid Report (SAR) will be sent to the student by the federal government. The SAR is confirmed
FAFSA data received and processed through the federal government. Corrections may be made on the SAR or sent via the web

. Government determines Federal Pell Grant eligibility.
. Office of Financial Aid will review FAFSA data. The student will be sent an award letter if eligible for aid.
. Award letter will have the financial aid the student is eligible for and instructions for securing that aid. The award letter will include

the number of credits/housing the Office of Financial Aid assumes the student will take for that academic year. (If assumptions are
incorrect, please notify the Office of Financial Aid).

. If the student already has a previous BS degree, he/she is not eligible for a Pell Grant.

. Students must be a NY State resident to be eligible for a TAP Award. TAP applications are automatically mailed to students after
they file their FAFSA.

. Aid for Part-Time Study can be applied for if the student is taking anywhere from 3-11 credits. Applications can be obtained from
the Financial Aid Office or website (www.nyu.edu/financial.aid). The student must be a New York State resident and submit student
and spouse’s, (if applicable) state tax return. For the dependent students and parents must submit their New York State tax return.

. Free outside scholarship information is available from NYU’s website at www.nyu.edu/financial.aid. This can be done before
applying for Federal Aid.

Upon acceptance to the program, the candidate’s transcripts are
reviewed and a scholarship amount is determined. The candidate is contacted by the Dental Hygiene Program if a scholarship is given.
The award is credited directly to the student tuition account, separately for each semester. The scholarship range is based upon the grade
point average and the amount of credits that the student challenges.
