The participants will
then recontour the models based upon the principles taught in the morning session.

Intergrating Prosthodontics
and Periodontics to
Achieve Esthetic Results

A multidisciplinary approach using state-of-the-art techniques will be discussed.
Cutting edge technology employing cone beam computed tomography’s role in
diagnosis and treatment planning will be reviewed. In order to better understand
treatment direction the biological rational will be examined to see its application in
connection with clinical procedures. Emphasis will be placed on how the prosthetic-
driven treatment plan is employed as a guide and blueprint when utilizing various
surgical treatments involving hard and soft tissue grafting, periodontal therapy,

and implant dentistry. The role of the dental laboratory in the team approach to
integrate surgical and prosthetic phases will be included.
