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BizCamp is a two week day camp in locations outside of the NY metro area designed for 
students aged 13-18 who are interested in becoming entrepreneurs.     
 
Camp $tart-Up and Summer $tock sponsored by Independent Means Inc. (IMI) offers teenage 
girls (age 14-18) one week summer residential programs on campuses across the country where 
participants learn about the world of business, financial planning, investment and 
entrepreneurship. IMI also sponsors a Business Plan competition.  
 
National Student Leadership Conference provides special summer programs for teens interested 
in entrepreneurship and business, international business, and sports and entertainment 
management.  NYC programs take place at either NYU or Fordham University.  Additional 
programs are offered in Washington D.C. and San Francisco.
